Things to Keep in Mind 
● What do I want my Senior Year to look like?
● Do I want to be off-campus?
● Do I want to earn college credit?
● Do I want to co-op?



Co-op
● Must have 2 credits earned in the same CTE pathway on your 

transcript
● Must take a third course in the same CTE pathway in order to 

co-op
● Must have a job related to the CTE 

pathway
● Must follow co-op guidelines
● Signed work contract is due by the 

2nd week of school
● Failure to have the contract back by 

the 2nd week of school will require 
you to be removed from CO-OP and 
be back on campus for classes. 



Work Experience Learning (WEL)
● Opportunity to work and earn 

credit not through a pathway
● Must work between 10-15 hours 

per week
● Only receive 1 credit towards 

KEES eligibility (5 required)
● Signed work contract is due by the 

2nd week of school
● Failure to have the contract back 

by the 2nd week of school will 
require you to be removed from 
WEL and be back on campus for 
classes. 



Final Graduation Requirements 
● ILP - Individual Learning Plan

● Financial Literacy
● Civics Exam 

Counselors will ensure these final requirements have been 
met. No Senior is eligible to walk at graduation or participate 
in Senior Week, until ALL of these requirements are 
completed. 



Becoming Post Secondary Ready
● Earn an Industry Certification or EOP in a Pathway
● ACT Benchmarks

○ English: 18
○ Math: 19
○ Reading: 20

● Make a 3 or higher on AP Exam
● Pass a dual credit class with at least a C
● 300 Co-op/WEL Hours 



Dual Credit Opportunities
● Must meet specific college admission requirements for Dual Credit Students (may include GPA, 

test scores, etc.)
● Complete dual credit application for specific college in April/May
● Provide college schedule to your counselor prior to the start of the new school year
● Scholarships available for at least 2 college classes (depending on college)
● Classes offered at a discounted rate
● Grades will begin your college transcript, as well as count towards your high school graduation 

requirements

***IF YOU TAKE DUAL CREDIT CLASSES, YOU SHOULD KNOW THAT…

● 1 dual credit class = 2 period blocks
● If you take 1 dual credit class for the Fall Semester, you will need to also take 1 dual credit class 

for the Spring Semester
● Fall Semester - Classes begin in August and end in December
● Spring Semester - Classes begin in January and end in May
● To be off campus completely, by only taking dual credit classes, you will be required to take a 

total of 4 classes, each semester.
